Project Proposal:


This assignment should be at least 200 words, explaining your topic, why you chose this topic and what you would like to learn about your topic during your research.  You should also explain the tie-in to American History: WWII to Present.  This is worth 30 points.

Proof of Research:


You must show research from at least three different sources (Internet, primary sources, interview questions, etc.).   You will be expected to show specific information that you intend to use in your paper.  You will receive 10 points for each of the three sources for a total of 30 points.

Working Bibliography:

Part of research is being able to cite your sources.  We will be using MLA format, which we will be discussing in class.  You can also use your research guide as a resource as well.   It is worth 20 points.

Paper Outline:


You will outline the major points of the paper.  We will work on an example in class, so this should be a pretty easy component if you pay attention.  It is worth 20 points.

Rough Draft:


This draft does not have to meet the page length requirement and does not have to be typed (though it might be easier to make corrections if it is).  You will conference with Ms. Miller over places that need strengthening.  Your rough draft is worth 50 points, given according to the organization and preparation shown in your rough draft.  I don’t expect it to be perfect, but I expect it to show promise.

Final Draft:


Your final draft must be typed, double-spaced and at least three pages in length.  It will also include a works cited page (which we will be reviewing and working on in class).  Your paper is worth 100 points, and is due the first day of class presentations, even if you are not going to present that day.  
Project Presentations:


We will draw numbers to decide who will go on which days.  You will be expected to present at least two to three minutes on your topic.  Pictures or other forms of visual aids must be included in your presentation.  You will receive a grading rubric in class to show how your presentation will be scored.  This is worth 100 points and is your final exam grade.
